The Word of God states that no one offend against Christ and 

His Word by denying His true presence and its promise and seal of 

forgiveness.  Because those who eat and drink our Lord’s body and 

blood unworthily do so to their great harm (see 1 Cor. 11:27–29), and 

because Holy Communion is a confession of what is taught and 

believed at this altar (1 Cor. 11:26), any who are not yet instructed, in 

doubt or who hold a confession (beliefs) differing from that of this 

congregation (that is, belong to another church body or denomination) 

and yet desire to receive the Sacrament will have to first speak with the 

pastor before communing.

 10I appeal to you, brothers, by the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, that all of you 

agree and that there be no divisions among you, but that you be united in the same 

mind and the same judgment. 11For it has been reported to me by Chloe’s people 

that there is quarreling among you, my brothers. 12What I mean is that each one of 

you says, “I follow Paul,” or “I follow Apollos,” or “I follow Cephas,” or “I 

follow Christ.” 13Is Christ divided? Was Paul crucified for you? Or were you 

baptized in the name of Paul? 14I thank God that I baptized none of you except 

Crispus and Gaius, 15so that no one may say that you were baptized in my name. 
16(I did baptize also the household of Stephanas. Beyond that, I do not know 

whether I baptized anyone else.) 17For Christ did not send me to baptize but to 

preach the gospel, and not with words of eloquent wisdom, lest the cross of Christ 

be emptied of its power.

 18While walking by the Sea of Galilee, he saw two brothers, Simon (who is 

called Peter) and Andrew his brother, casting a net into the sea, for they were 

fishermen. 19And he said to them, “Follow me, and I will make you fishers of 

men.” 20Immediately they left their nets and followed him. 21And going on from 

there he saw two other brothers, James the son of Zebedee and John his brother, 

in the boat with Zebedee their father, mending their nets, and he called them. 
22Immediately they left the boat and their father and followed him. 

 23And he went throughout all Galilee, teaching in their synagogues and 

proclaiming the gospel of the kingdom and healing every disease and every 

affliction among the people. 24So his fame spread throughout all Syria, and they 

brought him all the sick, those afflicted with various diseases and pains, those 

oppressed by demons, epileptics, and paralytics, and he healed them. 25And great 

crowds followed him from Galilee and the Decapolis, and from Jerusalem and 

Judea, and from beyond the Jordan.
