HOLY COMMUNION AT CALVARY
“Taste and see that the Lord is good; blessed is the one who takes refuge in
him” (Psalm 34:8).

God’s Word teaches the real presence of Christ’s body and blood
invisibly in, with and under the bread and wine for the forgiveness
of sins.

Because those who eat and drink our
Lord’s body and blood unworthily do so to their great harm (see 1
Cor. 11:27-29), and because Holy Communion is a confession of
what is taught and believed at this altar (1 Cor. 11:26), any who are
not yet instructed, in doubt or who hold a confession (beliefs)
differing from that of this congregation (that is, belong to another
church body or denomination) and yet desire to receive the
Sacrament will have to first speak with the pastor before
communing.

The Scripture Lessons

Old Testament Reading Genesis 3:1-21

"Now the serpent was more crafty than any other beast of the field that the
Lord God had made.

He said to the woman, “Did God actually say, ‘You shall not eat of any tree in
the garden’?” 2And the woman said to the serpent, “We may eat of the fruit of the
trees in the garden, *but God said, ‘You shall not eat of the fruit of the tree that is in
the midst of the garden, neither shall you touch it, lest you die.”” *But the serpent said
to the woman, “You will not surely die. >For God knows that when you eat of it your
eyes will be opened, and you will be like God, knowing good and evil.” *So when the
woman saw that the tree was good for food, and that it was a delight to the eyes, and
that the tree was to be desired to make one wise, she took of its fruit and ate, and she
also gave some to her husband who was with her, and he ate. "Then the eyes of both
were opened, and they knew that they were naked. And they sewed fig leaves
together and made themselves loincloths.

$And they heard the sound of the Lord God walking in the garden in the cool
of the day, and the man and his wife hid themselves from the presence of the Lord
God among the trees of the garden. *But the Lord God called to the man and said to
him, “Where are you?” '°And he said, “I heard the sound of you in the garden, and I
was afraid, because I was naked, and I hid myself.” 'He said, “Who told you that you
were naked? Have you eaten of the tree of which I commanded you not to eat?” ?The
man said, “The woman whom you gave to be with me, she gave me fruit of the tree,
and I ate.” *Then the Lord God said to the woman, “What is this that you have
done?” The woman said, “The serpent deceived me, and I ate.”

“Because you have done this,

cursed are you above all livestock

and above all beasts of the field;
on your belly you shall go,

and dust you shall eat

all the days of your life.

4Yet death reigned from Adam to Moses, even over those whose sinning was not like
the transgression of Adam, who was a type of the one who was to come.

SBut the free gift is not like the trespass. For if many died through one man’s
trespass, much more have the grace of God and the free gift by the grace of that one
man Jesus Christ abounded for many. '*And the free gift is not like the result of that
one man’s sin. For the judgment following one trespass brought condemnation, but
the free gift following many trespasses brought justification. I, because of one
man’s trespass, death reigned through that one man, much more will those who
receive the abundance of grace and the free gift of righteousness reign in life through
the one man Jesus Christ.

'8Therefore, as one trespass led to condemnation for all men, so one act of
righteousness leads to justification and life for all men. °For as by the one man’s
disobedience the many were made sinners, so by the one man’s obedience the many
will be made righteous.
