11:27–29), and 

because Holy Communion is a confession of what is taught and believed 

at this altar (1 Cor. 11:26), any who are not yet instructed, in doubt or 

who hold a confession (beliefs) differing from that of this congregation 

(that is, belong to another church body or denomination) and yet desire 

to receive the Sacrament will have to first speak with the pastor before 

communing.

11And he did not lay his hand on the 

chief men of the people of Israel; they beheld God, and ate and drank. 

 12The Lord said to Moses, “Come up to me on the mountain and wait there, that I 

may give you the tablets of stone, with the law and the commandment, which I have 

written for their instruction.” 13So Moses rose with his assistant Joshua, and Moses went 

up into the mountain of God. 14And he said to the elders, “Wait here for us until we return 

to you.

Those who have taken the class at Calvary in the past are up 

for renewal. CPR (Cardiopulmonary Resuscitation) and the AED (Automated External Defibrillator) 

are needed with heart attacks, near drownings, traffic accidents, and other emergencies. Our AED 

device is on the hallway wall opposite the office. Be a part of the heart chain of survival as you interact 

with church members, family, co-workers, and friends to save a life. Lunch will be served before the 

class. The cost is $40.00 per person (usually $80.00) and certification lasts for two years. R.S.V.P. by 

the sign–up sheet in the back of church.
