God’s Word teaches the real presence of Christ’s body and blood 

invisibly in, with and under the bread and wine for the forgiveness of 

sins. We take seriously the spiritual care of those who commune at our 

altar.  The Word of God states that no one offend against Christ and 

His Word by denying His true presence and its promise and seal of 

forgiveness.  Because those who eat and drink our Lord’s body and 

blood unworthily do so to their great harm (see 1 Cor. 11:27–29), and 

because Holy Communion is a confession of what is taught and 

believed at this altar (1 Cor. 11:26), any who are not yet instructed, in 

doubt or who hold a confession (beliefs) differing from that of this 

congregation (that is, belong to another church body or denomination) 

and yet desire to receive the Sacrament will have to first speak with the 

Pastor before communing.

P During this Lenten season we have heard our Lord’s call to intensify our struggle 

against sin, death, and the devil—all that prevents us from trusting in God and loving 

each other.  Since it is our intention to receive the Holy Supper of our Lord Jesus 

Christ on this night when He instituted this blessed meal for our salvation, it is 

proper that we complete our Lenten discipline by diligently examining ourselves, as  

       St. Paul urges us to do.  This Holy Sacrament has been instituted for the special  

       comfort of those who are troubled because of their sin and who humbly confess their 

sins, fear God’s wrath, and hunger and thirst for righteousness. 

 

 But when we examine our hearts and consciences, we find nothing in us but sin and 

death, from which we are incapable of delivering ourselves.  Therefore, our Lord 

Jesus Christ has had mercy on us.  For our benefit, He became man so that He might 

fulfill for us the whole will and law of God and, to deliver us, took upon Himself our 

sin and the punishment we deserve. 

  

 So that we may more confidently believe this and be strengthened in the faith and in 

holy living, our Lord Jesus Christ took bread, broke it, and gave it to His disciples 

and said: “Take, eat; this is My body, which is given for you.” It is as if He said, “I 

became man, and all that I do and suffer is for your good. As a pledge of this, I give 

you My body to eat.”  

 

 In the same way also He took the cup, gave thanks, and gave it to them, saying: 

“Drink of it, all of you; this cup is the new testament in My blood, which is shed for 

you for the forgiveness of sins.” Again, it is as if He said, “I have had mercy on you 

by taking into Myself all your iniquities. I give Myself into death, shedding My 

blood to obtain grace and forgiveness of sins, and to comfort and establish the new 

testament, which gives forgiveness and everlasting salvation.  As a pledge of this, I 

give you My blood to drink.” 

  

 Therefore, whoever eats this bread and drinks this cup, confidently believing this 

Word and promise of Christ, dwells in Christ and Christ in him and has eternal life. 

  

 We should also do this in remembrance of Him, showing His death—that He was 

delivered for our offenses and raised for our justification.  Giving Him our most 

heartfelt thanks, we take up our cross and follow Him and, according to His 

commandment, love one another as He has loved us.  As our Lord this night 
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exemplified this love by washing His disciples’ feet, so we by our words and actions 

serve one another in love.  For we are all one bread and one body, even as we are all  

 partakers of this one bread and drink from the one cup.  For just as the one cup is 

filled with wine of many grapes and one bread made from countless grains, so also 

we, being many, are one body in Christ. Because of Him, we love one another, not 

only in word, but in deed and in truth. 

  

 May the almighty and merciful God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, by His 

Holy Spirit, accomplish this in us.

But I am heartily sorry for them and sincerely repent of them, and 

I pray You of Your boundless mercy and for the sake of the holy, innocent, 

bitter sufferings and death of Your beloved Son, Jesus Christ, to be gracious 

and merciful to me, a poor, sinful being. 

  

P God be merciful to you and strengthen your faith.

P Do you believe that the forgiveness I speak is not my forgiveness but God’s?

P Let it be done for you as you believe.

Old Testament Reading                                      Exodus 24:3–11 
 3Moses came and told the people all the words of the Lord and all the just decrees. And 

all the people answered with one voice and said, “All the words that the Lord has spoken 

we will do.” 4And Moses wrote down all the words of the Lord. He rose early in the 

morning and built an altar at the foot of the mountain, and twelve pillars, according to the 

twelve tribes of Israel. 5And he sent young men of the people of Israel, who offered burnt 

offerings and sacrificed peace offerings of oxen to the Lord. 6And Moses took half of the 

blood and put it in basins, and half of the blood he threw against the altar. 7Then he took 

the Book of the Covenant and read it in the hearing of the people. And they said, “All that 

the Lord has spoken we will do, and we will be obedient.” 8And Moses took the blood 

and threw it on the people and said, “Behold the blood of the covenant that the Lord has 

made with you in accordance with all these words.” 

 9Then Moses and Aaron, Nadab, and Abihu, and seventy of the elders of Israel went up, 
10and they saw the God of Israel. There was under his feet as it were a pavement of 

sapphire stone, like the very heaven for clearness. 11And he did not lay his hand on the 

chief men of the people of Israel; they beheld God, and ate and drank.

Epistle Reading            Hebrews 9:11–22 

 11When Christ appeared as a high priest of the good things that have come, then 

through the greater and more perfect tent (not made with hands, that is, not of this 

creation) 12he entered once for all into the holy places, not by means of the blood of goats 

and calves but by means of his own blood, thus securing an eternal redemption. 13For if 

the sprinkling of defiled persons with the blood of goats and bulls and with the ashes of a 

heifer sanctifies for the purification of the flesh, 14how much more will the blood of

Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered himself without blemish to God, purify our 

conscience from dead works to serve the living God. 

 15Therefore he is the mediator of a new covenant, so that those who are called 

may receive the promised eternal inheritance, since a death has occurred that redeems 

them from the transgressions committed under the first covenant. 16For where a will is 

involved, the death of the one who made it must be established. 17For a will takes effect 

only at death, since it is not in force as long as the one who made it is alive. 18Therefore 

not even the first covenant was inaugurated without blood. 19For when every 

commandment of the law had been declared by Moses to all the people, he took the blood 

of calves and goats, with water and scarlet wool and hyssop, and sprinkled both the book 

itself and all the people, 20saying, “This is the blood of the covenant that God 

commanded for you.” 21And in the same way he sprinkled with the blood both the tent 

and all the vessels used in worship. 22Indeed, under the law almost everything is purified 

with blood, and without the shedding of blood there is no forgiveness of sins.

It would 

have been better for that man if he had not been born.” 25Judas, who would betray him, 

answered, “Is it I, Rabbi?” He said to him, “You have said so.” 
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 26Now as they were eating, Jesus took bread, and after blessing it broke it and 

gave it to the disciples, and said, “Take, eat; this is my body.” 27And he took a cup, and 

when he had given thanks he gave it to them, saying, “Drink of it, all of you, 28for this is 

my blood of the covenant, which is poured out for many for the forgiveness of sins. 29I 

tell you I will not drink again of this fruit of the vine until that day when I drink it new 

with you in my Father’s kingdom.”

Stripping of the Altar 
There is silence now except for the reading of Psalm 22 while the paraments are removed 

from the Altar.  Here transition is made from the Passover observance to Jesus’ 

crucifixion and death.  Symbolically, Christ is stripped of His power and glory, is 

deserted by His friends, and is now in the hands of His captors.  The absence of the 

benediction reinforces the idea that there is one continuous service from Maundy 

Thursday through Good Friday and Easter. These key event in the life of Christ and their  
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meaning for our salvation are thereby linked together into one salvation.  Listen to the 

reading of Psalm 22 about the passion of Jesus, written many years before His death.
